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the city and county's minimal standards. The Board and many owners believe that the CC&Rs 
make the Association a more desirable place to live than a property that is not governed by 
such restrictions and will help the property to maintain its value. Each owner, by purchasing a 
residence subject to the CC&Rs, is bound by them and will be held accountable for breaches 
thereof. Pursuant to the Association's governing documents, the Board is charged with 
enforcing the provisions therein. Community living requires a tremendous amount of self­
restraint and adherence to rules and regUlations that one does not have to adhere to in a non­
community association private dweIting. However, rules and regulations are necessary to 
protect you as well as the other residents of the community. 

In response to certain owners' previous comments on the proposed RV policy, the 
Board made several changes thereto. Specifically, the revised policy provides that an owner 
violating the policy will be given a warning before any monetary penalties are levied. 
However, after an initial warning, an owner violating the RV parking policy will be given 
notice, called to a hearing and will be subject to amonetary penalty of $250 for the second 
violation and $500 for subsequent violations. Regardless of whether or not an owner appears 
at such hearing, the Board may impose the monetary penalty. Additionally, monetary penalties 
which become delinquent are considered to be special assessments for which the Association 
may record a lien against title to a lot. 

We hope that this information will clarify the Board's intentions with regard to the RV 
parking policy. You should keep a copy of the enclosed policy in your records for your future 
reference.
